The ELCA Responds to the food and health 

crisis in Zimbabwe  

  

The economic, political, and social decline in Zimbabwe has taken a 

disastrous toll on the countryôs food supply and medical institutions, 

including four hospitals of the Evangelical Lutheran Church in 

Zimbabwe (ELCZ).  To help sustain the hospitals, the ELCA is 

providing $600,000 to the ELCZða result of your gifts to the ELCA 

World Hunger Appeal. 

 

The ELCA is allocating an additional $330,000 for the purchase of 90 

metric tons of seed and fertilizer to help secure food productionð

made possible by your gifts to ELCA Disaster Response channeled 

through ELCA Global Mission.  These supplies will be distributed to 

about 15,000 families in an effort to provide ñfood for today and seed 

for tomorrow,ò said the Rev. Rafael Malpica-Padilla, executive 

director, ELCA Global Mission.  ñThis effort is a collaborative one led 

by the Lutheran World Federationôs regional expression in Southern 

Africa,ò he said. 

ñJust 10 years ago Zimbabwe was in a completely different 

placeéknown as the breadbasket of southern Africa,ò said the Rev. 

Benyam A. Kassahun, program director for Southern Africa, ELCA 

Global Mission.  ñEverything is new destroyed,ò he said.  Among 

those who suffer most are ñchildren, especially those under five, and 

pregnant women, who do not know if they will be able to give birth 

just because they are hungry.ò 

 

 

ELCA funds are being used to restore medical services at the hospitals, 

such as purchasing and storing drugs, medical supplies, and nutritious 

food; improving shelter conditions for pregnant women; and providing 

transportation for patients needing specialized care at other medical 

facilities. 

 

ñNurses at the hospitals are collapsing because they are so hungry,ò 

said Kassahun, and ñdoctors are dismissing patients because there is 

no food to feed them.ò  He also indicated that between 80 and 85 

percent of Zimbabweans are unemployed. 

 

ñWe are called to share from what we have, share from what is at our 

table,ò said Kassahun.  ñThat is what the gospel is to me, what I have 

come to realize.  To feed the hungry is where I find hope and where 

God wants us all to be.ò
